We believe that forgiveness of sin, salvation, and new life is made possible 
by the death of Jesus Christ on the cross. This salvation is by grace, through 
faith, and by the appropriation of the shed blood of Jesus Christ.
(Romans 6:23; Ephesians 2:8-9; John 14:6; John 1:12; Titus 3:5; Galatians 3:26; 
Romans 5:2)

We believe there shall be a resurrection of the saved to eternal life in heaven 
and a resurrection of the unsaved to eternal punishment in hell. Because 
God gives us eternal life through Jesus Christ, the true believer is secure in 
that salvation for eternity.
